Guam ArtsVote Pledge 
(Updated as of 9/11/20) 

 

Ensure Your Vote is COUNTED on Election Day, Tuesday, Nov. 3, 2020 

 

• U.S. Citizen  

• At least 18 years of age by Election Day, November 3, 2020 

• A resident of Guam 

• Must not be committed under a sentence of imprisonment 

• Must not be confined to a mental institution or judicially declared insane 

 

Check the Accuracy of your current voter registration or Register to Vote for the first 

time online any time on or before Friday, October 23; otherwise, you cannot vote on 

Election Day. Don't delay, pledge to check the accuracy of your voter status or 

register to vote by September 30.  

 
 

Guam does not permit no-excuse absentee voting. To receive an absentee ballot, a 

registered voter must meet certain qualifications, such as being unable to go to the 
polls due to physical disability. If you meet these qualifications, your request for an 

absentee ballot must be RECEIVED on/before Saturday, October 31.  Don't delay, 

pledge to request your absentee ballot by September 30. 

 

 
Cast your vote by mailing-in your completed and SIGNED absentee ballot (if 

applicable) which must be POSTMARKED on/before Election Day, Tuesday, 

November 3. Don't delay, pledge to mail-in your completed absentee ballot by 

October 20. 

- OR – 

Cast your vote early in-person at the Guam Election Commission from Monday, 

October 5 through Monday, November 2. Don't delay, pledge to vote early in person 

two weeks in advance by October 19. 

- OR – 

Cast your vote In-person at your polling place on Election Day, Tuesday, November 

3 by 8:00 pm.  Don't delay, pledge to physically cast your vote in the morning on 

Election Day, November 3.
